Barney will be required to provide the City with a contract to use city property and contract would go in front of council for approval or disapproval. 
M. Motion by Jackson and seconded by Faulkner for council discussion and action on removing the sidewalk located at Ninth and Penn Avenue next to the new location of Daylight Donuts. Jackson, Winslow, Bond, Faulkner and Young voted yea. Baker abstains. Kelly and Grove absent. 5-1, motion passes. Minutes to reflect per recommendation of engineer that drive-thru for Daylight Donuts can be used. Once grant is received work to that area will begin.
